WHEREAS, The City Government of Antipolo prioritizes programs for the elderly as well as those promotes livelihood, clean and green and agriculture.

 WHEREAS, Green Revolution Act allows the Local Government Units to make use of idle lots in subdivisions for the purpose of increasing food production, promotion of income-generating projects and protection of environment through greening or planting vegetation 

WHEREAS,  that this ordinance shall give the Elderly and general public for an additional income, support the city clean and green program and to advocate agricultural projects. 
WHEREAS,  that this ordinance shall give opportunity to subdivision owners and developers to observe social responsibility by providing the Elderly an area where they can plant crops.

NOW THEREFORE,

 Be it ordained by the Sangguinang Panlunsod in assembled that:

ARTICLE 1

Title and Scope

Section 1.  Title- This ordinance shall be known as “AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE INSTALLATION OF A THRASH RECEPTACLE AND A NO SMOKING SIGN OF TRICYCLES AND JEEPS FOR PUBLIC USE, OPERATING WITHIN OR TRAVERSING THROUGH THE TERRITORIAL JURISDICTION OF ANTIPOLO CITY, FOR THE USE OF THE PASSENGERS, IN THE DISPOSAL OF THEIR PERSONAL WASTE MATERIALS AND PROVIDING FOR THEIR PENALTY FOR THE VIOLATION THEREOF”
Section 2.  Scope-This shall be implemented and observed to the whole territorial jurisdiction of Antipolo City. 
ARTICLE 2

Objectives

Section 3-  Objectives of this ordinance are as follows:

a. To implement and reiterate to all individuals and entities concern parts of    proper waste management R.A. 9003 otherwise known as the “Philippine Ecological Solid Waste Management Act of 2000.

b. To implement this ordinance as part of advocating the aims of City ordinance _______-__________

c. To adopt programs and measures that will intensify of our campaign of a cleaner and greener and pollution free Antipolo City.

Article 4

Implementing, Monitoring and Coordinating Mechanism

Section 4- This ordinance shall be implemented, monitored and coordinated by two departments or offices composed by  Office of the Clean and Green and the Office of Traffic Management Group (TMEG) under the supervision of the Office of the City Mayor.

Penalty

Section 6-  In the event that the mode of transportation subject of this ordinance shall not comply to install a garbage bin and shall not post a no smoking sign inside the vehicle the assigned Departments shall imposed the following penalties as prescribed by this ordinance as follows:

Section 7-  The City Public Information Office shall propagate this ordinance for public awareness and the Sangguniang Panlunsod shall likewise conduct a public hearing for all the agencies concern for the full implementation of this ordinance.

Article 8
Separability

Section 8-  The provisions of this Ordinance are separable, and in the event that any or more of such provisions are declared invalid, the validity of all other provisions shall not be affected thereby.

Article 9
Repealing Clause

Section 9-  Any Ordinance, Executive Orders and Local Issuance or Rules and Regulations or part thereof, inconsistent with or in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed and or altered accordingly.

Effectivity
Section 10- This Ordinance shall take effect upon signing of the majority of the  approving body.
