WHEREAS, The City Government of Antipolo prioritizes programs that will promote the general welfare of its constituents and since time immemorial Antipolo City Government takes pride in advocating the rights and initiating projects for its Senior Citizens. 
WHEREAS, Republic Act No. 7342 as amended by Republic Act No 9257, otherwise known as the Expanded Senior Citizens Act of 2003 encourages LGU to implement its provisions especially discounts and benefits of the elderly
WHEREAS, this variety of benefit cards for the elderly will promote their sector’s general welfare and shall provide penalties for establishments subject of this ordinance that will not comply or shall violate thereof.

NOW THEREFORE,

 Be it ordained by the Sangguniang Panlunsod in assembled that:

ARTICLE 1

Title,Scope and Definition of Terms
Section 1.
Title.  This ordinance shall be known as “Antipolo Heroes Card” Ordinance  
Section 2.
Scope.  This ordinance shall cover all the entire territorial jurisdiction of City of Antipolo
Section 3.-  
Definition of terms.
For purposes of this ordinance, these terms are defined as follows:

3.1 Senior Citizen or elderly-refers to any bonafide member of Senior Citizen’s Organization of Antipolo and at least (60) sixty years old.

3.2
Beneficiaries-anyone who shall benefit from this ordinance
3.3
Geriatrics-refers to the medical branch of medical science devoted to the study of biological and physical changes and diseases of old age.

3.4 Establishment-any entity public or private, duly licensed and/or franchised by the national government agencies or local government units.

3.5 Antipolo Heroes Card-  Is a benefit  cards system to be utilized by the City Government of Antipolo which will be used by members of the Senior’s Citizen Organization to avail of services as per mandated by this ordinance.  This heroes card will be divided into three classifications

3.6 Leisure- refers to recreation and relaxation activities that the seniors will avail 
3.7 Leisure-Pertains to any activity, commodity or services if availed will result into one’s recreation and social skills development

3.8 Educational and Cultural pursuit-Pertains to any activity, commodity or services that if availed will result into one’s intellectual, moral, social and intellectual enhancement.

3.9 Health-soundness of mind and body 

3.10 Wellness- any therapeutic activity or product categorized as alternative that aims to ensure soundness of mind and body

3.11 Antipolo Heroes Card-
(a)
Gat. Jose Rizal Card- is color green and the card to be used if the member of the Antipolo Senior Citizen’s Organization will avail services pertaining to leisure activities as well as matters concerning educational and cultural pursuit and other services as prescribed by this ordinance
(b)
Gat. Apolinario Mabini is color white and the card to be used if the member of the Antipolo Senior Citizen’s Organization will avail services concerning health, wellness and nutrition

(c)
Gat Andres Bonifacio is color red and the card to be used if the member of the Antipolo Senior Citzen’s Organization will avail of burial and funeral assistance as provided by this ordinance.

ARTICLE 2
Objectives

Section 4- Objectives of this ordinance are as follows:

4.1 To fully implement and reiterate to all individuals and entities concern provisions of R.A. 9257 and to strengthen it by enacting this ordinance.

4.2 To institute a benefit card system that will help our elderly in many ways.

4.3 To ensure the most effective and most efficient conveyance of basic services.

4.4 To serve as a fitting homage for our elderly for the services they have rendered to our society.

4.5 To ease their troubles and to lessen their worries specially in terms of facilitating    leisure activity, educational and cultural pursuit, medical needs, death and others.
4.6 To adopt measures whereby, our Senior Citizen are assisted, recognized and appreciated by the whole community.

4.7 To champion the rights of the elderly as mandated by law.

Article 3

Antipolo Heroes Card Privileges
Section 5- The members of Senior Citizens Organization who are cardholders of Antipolo Heroes Card shall be entitled to the following: 
A.
Gat. Jose Rizal Card- cardholder shall be entitled to the following:

(1) An escalating discount of seven 7%, twelve 12% and twenty 20% respectively depending on the annual current Capital of the establishments that offers services and commodities related to educational and cultural pursuit and leisure activity:

(2) The discount privileges shall follow this scheme:

a.
Seven Percent (7%)-  for business establishment with a total capital of Three Hundred Thousand Pesos (P300,000.00) and below

b.
Twelve Percent (12%)- for business establishment with a total capital of above Three Hundred Thousand Pesos (P300,000.00) but not more than Seven Hundred Fifty Thousand Pesos (P750,000.00)

c.
Twenty Percent (20%)- for business establishments with a total capital of above Seven Hundred Fifty Thousand Pesos (P750,000.00)

B.
Gat. Apolinario Mabini- cardholder shall enjoy the following privileges:

(1)  An escalating discount of 7%, 12% and 20% respectively depending on the annual current Capital of the establishments that offer services and commodities related to health, wellness and nutrition.

(2)  The discount privileges shall follow this scheme:

a.   Seven Percent (7%)-  for business establishment with a total capital of Three Hundred Thousand Pesos (P300,000.00) and below

b.   Twelve Percent (12%)- for business establishment with a total capital of above Three Hundred Thousand Pesos (P300,000.00) but not more than Seven Hundred Fifty Thousand Pesos (P750,000.00)

c.    Twenty Percent (20%)- for business establishments with a total capital of above Seven Hundred Fifty Thousand Pesos (P750,000.00)

C.
Gat Andres Bonifacio- Any Gat. Andres Bonifacio cardholder shall be entitled to a combined funeral and burial financial assistance in the amount of:

(1) P7000.00- seven thousand pesos in the incidence of  death by the cardholder to be collected by its duly authorized beneficiary or representative if the said cardholder has a combined annual family income below Sixty Thousand Pesos (P 60,000)

(2) P5000.00- five thousand pesos in the incidence of  death by the cardholder to be collected by its duly authorized beneficiary or representative if the said cardholder has a combined annual family income above Sixty Thousand Pesos (P 60,000)

(3) P1000.00-One thousand pesos if the cardholder is a beneficiary of GSIS or SSS, Section 5 C1 and C2 shall no longer be applied.

(4) P8000.00- if the cardholder is an incumbent elected official in time of death. Section 5 C1, C2 and C3 shall no longer be applied.
(5)  Free registration of burial permit.

Article 4

Implementing, Monitoring and Coordinating Mechanism

Section 6- This ordinance shall be implemented, monitored and coordinated by three (3) departments or offices composed by Office of City Social Welfare and Development, ,Office of Senior Citizens Organization and the Office of the City Mayor. 

Article 5

Source of Fund

Section 7-An allotment of P500,000.00 annually shall be allocated to expedite Article 3 Section 5   (c ) of this ordinance subject to 20% increase annually if deem necessary to be decided upon by the agencies concern for inclusion of the City Annual Budget as reiterated by Article 4,Section 6 of this ordinance for the Senior Citizens under the City Social Welfare and Development Office.
Article 6
Penalty

Section 8-  In the occasion that establishments included in this ordinance shall not comply to the provisions of this ordinance the assigned Departments shall imposed the following penalties as prescribed by this ordinance as follows:

Article 7
Information Dissemination

Section 9-  The City Public Information Office shall propagate this ordinance for public awareness. A full text of this ordinance shall likewise be posted in at least two (2) conspicuous places in Antipolo city (5) days after its approval.
Article 8
Separability

Section 10-  The provisions of this Ordinance are separable, and in the event that any or more of such provisions are declared invalid, the validity of all other provisions shall not be affected thereby.

Article 9
Repealing Clause

Section 11-  Any Ordinance, Executive Orders and Local Issuance or Rules and Regulations or part thereof, inconsistent with or in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed and or altered accordingly. 

Article 10
Effectivity
Section 12- This Ordinance shall take effect upon signing of the majority of the approving body and after (15) days following its publication in one (1) newspaper of general circulation once a week for three (3) consecutive weeks.
