WHEREAS, 
In Antipolo City commercialization of water through water delivery utilizing water trucks is a common practice to augment the scarcity of water due to absence of massive proper water service system.

 WHEREAS, The Antipolo City recognizes the contribution of these water trucks delivery enterprise in giving clean and safe water to Antipolo residents.

WHEREAS,  Due to recent water contamination incidence it is incumbent to the City government of Antipolo to adopt measures whereby cleanliness and safety of water being delivered to each household is being ensured. 

WHEREAS,  that this ordinance shall convey to public the importance of water to public health and to make the people aware of water delivery trucks plying in their area that complies to the provision of this ordinance and if they have the City Health and Sanitation office sticker of approval denoting “Tubig Na Ligtas”.

NOW THEREFORE,

 Be it ordained by the Sangguniang Panlunsod in assembled that:

ARTICLE 1

Title and Scope

Section 1.  Title- This ordinance shall be known as “Tubig na Ligtas City Seal of Approval”
Section 2.  Scope-This shall be implemented and observed to the whole territorial jurisdiction of Antipolo City. 
ARTICLE 2

Objectives
Section 3-  Objectives of this ordinance are as follows:

a. To ensure the public that the water sold to them by water delivery trucks is clean and safe.

b. To monitor and control the utilization of our water source.

c. To adopt measures that will promote the importance of clean water.

d. To eliminate the incidence of water contamination and water related health hazard.

e. To include ordinance that promote, protects and control the utilization of water in the proposed Water Code of Antipolo
ARTICLE 3

“Tubig Na Ligtas City Seal of Approval”

Section 4-  Tubig na Ligtas City Seal of Approval---is a measure to be adopted by the City of Antipolo that ensures that the water being delivered commercially to each household is safe, potable and clean

Section 5-  Inspection--- All water delivery trucks plying within the jurisdiction of Antipolo City must undergo and pass a bi-annual inspection from the City Health and Sanitation Office to guarantee that the container attached to the delivery trucks is free from rust, impurities, toxic chemicals or does not contain any harmful substance that  might endanger the public’s health.

Section 6-Seal---The “Tubig Na Ligtas City Seal of Approval” is a 5 inches by 5 inches sticker attached to glass front of a water delivery truck signifying that the truck shall deliver safe and clean water, the sticker can be obtained from the department concerned after passing the vessel inspection.
Article 4

Definition of Terms
Section 7-For the purpose of this ordinance the following terminologies shall mean:

Vessel-xxx
Sticker- xxx
Water delivery trucks-xxx
Commercialization-xxx
Bi-annual---means every 30th of January and 30th of July of every year.
Suspension-  period of time the water delivery trucks which is the subject of this ordinance is prohibited to deliver water for business purposes.
Article 5
Implementing, Monitoring and Coordinating Mechanism

Section 8- This ordinance shall be implemented monitored and coordinated by City Health and Sanitation Office.
Article 6
Penalties
Section 8-  In the occasion that the operator of water delivery trucks refuse to comply to this ordinance a penalty shall be imposed.

Article 7
Source of Fund

Section 9- any financial requisites and needs for the full implementation of this ordinance shall come from the allocation given to the department concerned. 
Article 8
Information Dissemination

Section 7-  The City Health and Sanitation shall make aware the public of this ordinance and the Sangguniang Panlunsod shall likewise conduct a public/committee hearing for all the agencies concern for the full implementation of this ordinance.

Article 9
Separability

Section 8-  The provisions of this Ordinance are separable, and in the event that any or more of such provisions are declared invalid, the validity of all other provisions shall not be affected thereby.

Article 10
Repealing Clause

Section 9-  Any Ordinance, Executive Orders and Local Issuance or Rules and Regulations or part thereof, inconsistent with or in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed and or altered accordingly. 

Article 11
Effectivity
Section 10- This Ordinance shall take effect upon signing of the majority of the  approving body.
